WORD

For the message of the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing,
but to us who are being saved, it is the power of God.
| Corinthians 1:18

Material

We find it hard to believe things that are beyond what is rational. This is
why people do not easily understand and accept that what Jesus did on
the cross can give those who trust Him salvation and forgiveness.

: The gospel often gets three responses from people.

I. Those who experienced the gospel appreciate it.
People whose lives have been changed through the gospel can testify
that it is not foolish because it is real and at work in their lives; the
life they have now is much better than before they knew Christ
(I Corinthians 1:18).
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. Those who think that the gospel is foolish miss it.
Those who think that they are wise by rejecting the message of the
cross will miss its power to save them and its blessings.There is no
other way to be saved but through Jesus (I Corinthians 1:19-21).
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. Those who choose to believe the gospel will be saved.
Anyone who puts his or her trust on Jesus and on the gospel will
experience the blessing of salvation and forgiveness of sins as He
promised in His Word (Romans 10:9, | Corinthians |:21).

The gospel is God’s wisdom to restore people
to a relationship with Him.
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
