2Jews demand miraculous signs and Greeks look for wisdom, Zbut we preach
Christ crucified: a stumbling block to Jews and foolishness to Gentiles,
Zbut to those whom God has called, both Jews and Greeks,
Christ the power of God and the wisdom of God.
| Corinthians 1:22-24

In the natural, Jesus’ death on the cross was not at all a picture of power but of
weakness. However, those who follow Christ know that it was at that very same
event when God’s power was displayed and brought hope to the whole world.
These points explain how this power is revealed.

* We are powerless to earn our own salvation (Isaiah 64:6, Romans 3:23).
Because of sin, we are separated from God. Our good deeds cannot
and will not restore our relationship with Him.

¢ Christ had to die for us (Romans 5:6, Romans 8:3,4).
Since we cannot pay for our sins, Christ took our place and became the
sacrifice for us on the cross.
